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'stony ground’ (φελλός), κωπεύς, usually in plur. κωπέες 'pieces 
of wood fit for making oars5 (κώπη), etc. belong to the same category. 
All this proves that an adjectival meaning for wo-ne-we — Ροί,νηΡες 
'wine-coloured5, as well as for ai-mi-re-we and e-ka-ra-e-we, words 
which qualify rams, is quite possible and normal.
